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Background

« Campers staying longer than allowed.

« Campers using multiple contacts for reservations,
with additional work for park staff to track.

* Increased spending on staff time for these
groups' behavior management, and law
enforcement issues.

 With our current stay limits, and its allowance for

long-term camping, there is a negative impact on
the welcoming atmosphere of our parks.

WASHINGTON STATE PARKS

Current Stay Limits in Washington State Parks are as follows:

April thru October
10 nights, and no more than 14 nights, after which the
camping party must then vacate the park for 3 nights.

October thru March

The maximum length of stay is 20 nights, after which the
camping party must then vacate the park for 3 nights, and
not exceed 40 nights in a 60-day period.



Current WAC 352-32-030 (7)
Camping Stay Limits

/) In order to afford the general public the greatest possible
use of the state park system, on a fair and equal basis, and to
prevent residential use, continuous occupancy of facilities by
the same camping party shall be limited. April 1 through
September 30: The maximum length of stay during this
period shall be established annually for each park by the
director or designee and shall be no less than ten and no
more than fourteen nights. Campers may stay the
established maximum consecutive nights in one park, after
which the camping party must vacate the park for three
consecutive nights. October 1 through March 31: The
maximum length of stay is twenty nights. Campers may stay
twenty consecutive nights in one park, after which the
camping party must vacate the park for three consecutive
nights, not to exceed forty days in a sixty-day time period.
These limitations shall not apply to those individuals who
meet the qualifications of WAC 352-32-280 and 352-32-285.
